Codes of Conduct 
Players

Players shall…

· Display good sportsmanship and team play at all times.

· Control their emotions at all times.
· Follow the direction of the coaching staff.

· Respect all coaches, players, league officials, umpires, opponents and spectators.

· Make every attempt to be on time and ready to play for all games and practices.

Players shall not…

· Use abusive or profane language. Name-calling, Taunting or humiliating other players will not be tolerated. This includes chants or chatter to frustrate the other team.  MTBA players will not participate in this type of activity.

· Question an umpire’s call.

· Throw helmets, bats, gloves or anything of that nature in or out of the dugout. 
Managers & Coaches

As a Manager or Coach in MTBA Recreation Baseball program, I understand that there are certain rules and conduct standards that I must follow at all times. It is expected that all Coaches of Monroe Recreation Baseball read and understand the Coaches Code of Conduct and continue to observe and follow all the principles contained within the Code throughout the season.

1. I will ensure the well - being and safety of each player above all other considerations.

2. I will lead by example and always demonstrate good sportsmanship on and off the field.

3. I will teach all players the skills of the game, values of teamwork and the meaning of good sportsmanship.

4. I will communicate with the parents on the team of all team rules, practices and games

5. I will never use profanity, abusive language or threatening behavior towards any player, parent, coach or official.

6. I will respect and accept the decisions and authority of the Umpires during games. I will instruct all players, parents and other team spectators to do the same.

7. I will be responsible for my behavior and understand that if I am ejected from any game, I will not be able to return to that event and would be subject to further disciplinary action as outlined below.
8. I will refrain from smoking around practice and game fields. I understand my violation may result in disciplinary actions.

9. No illegal drugs or alcoholic beverages at any games or practice. This will be instant removal from the program.

10. I will report to MTBA any perceived misconduct by coach, player, parent or official so it can be dealt with in the appropriate manner.

Failure to abide by the aforementioned rules and guidelines could result in disciplinary action that could include, but is not limited to the following.

· Minimum two (2) game suspension with written documentation of incident that will be kept on file 

· Season suspension by MTBA Executive Board and the Monroe Township Recreation Department notified of the situation in writing.

Parents

The intention of this section is to promote Respect, Fairness and Sportsmanship for all participants in the Monroe Recreation Baseball Program.  It is expected that all Parents of Monroe Recreation Baseball read and understand the Parents Code of Conduct and continue to observe and follow all the principles contained within the Code throughout the season.

1. I will never yell, taunt, threaten or inflict physical violence upon and player, coach, official or spectator at any baseball activity.

2. I will refrain from the use of abusive or vulgar language, racial, ethnic or gender related slurs at any time.

3. I will leave the coaching to the coaching staff.  I will encourage my child to play in a manner consistent with the coaches’ plans.

4. I will respect and show appreciation for the volunteers who give their time to Recreation Baseball for my child.

5. I will never ridicule or yell at my child or any other players for making a mistake or losing a competition.

6. I will respect the umpires and their authority during games. I will not confront an umpire before, during or after a game.

7. I will refrain from coaching my child or other players during games and practices, unless I am one of the official coaches of the team.

8. I will not confront coaches at the game field.  I will take the time to speak with the coaches at an agreed upon time, at least 24 hours after the game.

9. I will remember that my child plays baseball for his or her enjoyment, no one else.
10. I will teach my child that playing by the rules and doing their very best is more important than winning so that my child will never feel defeated by the outcome of a game or his/her performance.

11. I will teach my child that this is a team sport and no one individual can determine the outcome of a game.

12. No illegal drugs or alcoholic beverages at any games or practice. This will be instant removal from the program.
